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Introduction

Global warming, as a result of increasing anthropogenic emissions of greenhouse gases, is
accelerating at an unprecedented pace, leading to widespread climate change impacts
such as rising temperatures that cause warmer oceans, a higher frequency of extreme
weather events, sea level rise, and disruptions to ecosystems and livelihoods worldwide.

Forests, especially mangrove forests, play a pivotal role in addressing the impacts of
climate change by acting as natural carbon sinks, absorbing significant amounts of carbon
dioxide from the atmosphere. Mangrove forests are particularly important as they are also
part of blue carbon écosystems, which include seagrasses and salt marshes, due to their
ability to capture and store carbon while providing essential coastal protection.

These ecosystems deliver critical services such as preventing soil erosion, reducing
sedimentation, and maintaining water quality'in rivers and coastal areas. By reducing the
flow of sediments and pollutants into marine ecosystems, forests and blue carbon
ecosystems help protect coral reefs from degradation and ensure the stability of coastal
areas against extreme weather events and rising sea levels. Healthy coral reef systems
further contribute to climate resilience by acting as natural buffers, protecting coastlines
from erosion and storm surges, supporting biodiversity, and contributing to carbon cycling.

Forests, blue carbon ecosystems and coral reefs in Southeast Asia are diverse, highly
productive, and could be a global hotspot for carbon sequestration and storage. However,
these ecosystems remain highly vulnerable to the impacts of climate change. Hence,
recognizing the "Forest to Reef" connection, and understanding the interconnected role of
forests, coastal ecosystems and coral reefs in enhancing resilience to climate change, is
essential for effective management planning and fostering a sustainable blue economy.

Dato’ Dr. Ismail Haji Parlan was appointed as the fifth Director General of Forest Research
Institute Malaysia (FRIM) effective 30 April 2021.

He started his career at FRIM as a Research Officer on 16 August 1996 specialising in the
management and conservation of wetland forest ecosystems, especially peat swamp
forests in Malaysia.

He obtained his PhD. from University Kebangsaan Malaysia (UKM) in 2009 and MSc. (Forest
Management) from University Putra Malaysia (UPM) in 2001. He completed his BSc. in
Forestry in 1996 with the Chancellor's Gold Medal received during the 20th UPM
Convocation. He has produced over 200 technical publications and articles in journals,
books, guidelines as well as reports.

He received the FRIM Outstanding Service Award in 2004 and 2017 as well as other group
awards for research and publication projects. He is also a representative of FRIM and the

He is also a
Board of Director for the Malaysian Timber Industry Board (MTIB) and Johor National Park
Corporation (PTNJ).

In conjunction with the 72nd Birthday of the DYMM Sultan of Selangor, he was awarded the
Setia-Sultan Sharafuddin Idris Shah (S.L.S.) medal on 11 December 2017. He was accorded
the Johan Mangku Negara (J.M.N.) award on 4 December 2023 by His Majesty the DYMM
Yang di-Pertuan Agong (Malaysia); and on 27 July 2024, he was conferred with
the Darjah Setia Pangkuan Negeri (D.S.P.N) award, which carries the title 'Dato’ in
conjunction with the 75th birthday of Penang Yang Dipertua Negeri Tun Ahmad Fuzi Abdul
Razak.
